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EXERCISE BUILDER:  DID YOU KNOW

Purpose:	 Exercise Builder: Did you know is a series of instructions/reminders to users of Exercise Builder in the software's application, use, and programmatic recommendations.
Issue 002:	Adding tables into the exercise plan
Issue Description:
Tables are normally used to display exercise data.  This data includes meteorological, field monitoring, stack readings and reactor data.  The information in the tables are normally inserted into the exercise by a message.  For example, begin providing stack data.
Since tables cannot be typed or copied into messages but they can be added by clicking on "Select a Photo/Image:"  on the Exercise Message Worksheet
Process:
The "Select a Photo/Image" requires the file to be in a JPEG, PNG, or BMP format so you must prepare your table and then save in that format.  For example, you want to establish pre-determined meteorological conditions which change periodically during the exercise.  The following table shows the data and is provided to all controllers and controller/evaluators.

Step 1:	Take the table you developed in Word or Excel and copy it into graphics program (Paint or PowerPoint will do).  You can also take a screen shot (Ctrl-Alt-Print Screen) and paste it into your graphics program.
Step 2:  Save the graphic file to a JPEG file using the program's save as function.
Step 3:  Prepare your message using the Exercise Message Worksheet (MSEL, Step 6)
Step 4:	At the bottom of the worksheet, click on Select a Photo/Image"
Step 5:  Find and select the table you copied into Paint or PowerPoint.  Click on open.
The table is now attached to the Message and will print directly behind the message in your exercise plan.
NOTE:  If you use the messages embedded in the MSEL, you will also have to print the messages to get the table.  The table will not embed.
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
